Benefits of Sponsorship
Becoming a sponsor of the Princeton Children’s Book Festival will assure prominent visibility of your logo and name on materials associated with the event.
· Packet Publications is our Media Sponsor and provides us with several advertisements in each of their publications in the weeks leading up to the event. In addition to these advertisements, the event is featured as the cover story in the Time Off supplement of Friday’s Princeton Packet. We will suggest that Packet Publications does a “side-bar” story on the sponsors of the event and include the sponsor’s logo. 
· The sponsors of this event will be credited on all printed material that the library creates to promote this event. · An imprinted library tote bag; on one side would bear the library’s logo and the other side would have the Princeton Children’s Book Festival branded logo and the logos of each of our sponsors. These tote bags would be available for purchase at our Lending Services desk on the first floor approximately 10 weeks prior to event. The library has recently begun selling tote bags in an effort to become more “green”. The bags have proved to be very popular and sales are average several hundred a month. In addition, the bags will also be available for sale on the day of the event.
